Songs of Praise even    

broadcast from the camp in Calais. And there have been 

mixed feelings about how we, in Britain, should respond to 

this. 

For a Christian response we should always look to the         

example of Jesus. Over the past weeks I have been reading 

about how Jesus responded to people who came to him with 

all sorts of needs. Many of them came to be healed of various 

diseases and several things struck me about the way he       

responded.  

When Jesus healed people:  

He didnôt put any conditions on those he helped. 

He never turned anyone away. 

He didnôt stop to consider whether some people were more 

worthy than others. 

He didnôt discriminate against age, race, gender or religion. 

Jesus showed Godôs unconditional love to all he met. He    

never refused anyone with the excuse that there wasnôt 

enough to go round. When faced with a hungry crowd of 5000 

people, and only a supply of 5 loaves and 2 fish, there wasnôt 

even enough to feed himself and his disciples. But Jesus gave 

thanks to God and distributed the food to the crowd. The      

leftovers filled 12 baskets!

A warm Summer evening and what could a man want more than a    

gorgeous, tasty....................  Beef Burger cooked on the glowing      

embers of a barbeque accompanied by buttered and minted new      

potatoes, salad and sauces with a pint of his         favourite wine or ale 

close to hand. 

 

The Menôs Danger Club shuns the shop-bought, (tasteless    variety,  

often dripping fat, burgers), and each one Built Their Own Burgers.    

Using lean Scottish and British beef, we chose from a large variety of 

ingredients, herbs and spices to create our own specific, personal  

burger. A variety of recipes were available but being Dangerous Men 

most decided to create burgers to their own tastes.   

 

Of course the challenge did not end there as each of us had to          

supervise our own barbequeing, cooking our burgers to our own prefer-

ence of ñdonenessò.  

 

Once cooked add a personal choice from gherkin, cheese, tomato,    

cucumber etc. top it with a sauce, enclose in a cob, select personal   

salad ingredients to accompany it and enjoy.  

 

It was a time to relax and share stories, anecdotes, jokes and trivia. 

The log fire provided warmth and light after the sun had set so that we 

could continue our chats and eating into the evening.

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Blessed Edward James ï Martyr of the Reformation 

This month we move away from the Anglican lectionary as our 

spotlight falls on someone whose memorial is commemorated 

in the Roman Catholic Church. 

 

Edward James was a local lad, actually born in Breaston 

around the year 1557, and raised a Protestant. It seems likely 

therefore that he would have been baptised locally, possibly at 

the parish church of Sawley or at Wilne, as St. Michaelôs was 

only a chapel at the time and Breastonôs register of baptisms 

did not commence until 1719. However, he would most proba-

bly have joined the congregation at St. Michaelôs for worship 

during his early life.  

 

We know nothing about his family or background except that 

he was educated at Derby School and then at St. Johnôs    

College Oxford. It was presumably whilst at Oxford that he 

converted to Catholicism, as from there he went on to train as 

a priest at Rheims and then Rome.  

 

After his ordination in Rome in 1583, he returned to England 

to minister to covert Catholics, but he was captured on board 

a ship at Littlehampton, Sussex, on 19 April 1586 with three 

other priests including a man called Ralph Crockett. They 

were charged with entering England as Catholic priests,    

contrary to an Act of Parliament of 1584, and were imprisoned 

in London for more than two years without trial.  



After the defeat of the Spanish Armada during an attempted    

invasion of England in 1588, Queen Elizabeth Iôs government 

was anxious to root out potential traitors. Catholic priests were 

in a precarious position at the time as their beliefs were not 

compatible with taking the 1534 oath of supremacy which      

required any person taking public or church office in England to 

swear allegiance to the monarch as Supreme Governor of the 

Church of England. Failure to take this oath was considered to 

be treason. So Edward James, and the 3 priests whoôd been 

captured with him, were sent for trial at Chichester on 30    

September 1588. All four were condemned to death, but two of 

them later recanted and took the oath of supremacy. 

 

However, James & Crocket refused to recant. They were drawn 

on a hurdle to Broyle Heath near Chichester, where after giving 

each other absolution, they were hanged, drawn and         

quartered. Their remains were erected on poles over the city 

gates as a warning.  

 

Edward James and Ralph Crocket were later declared 

óvenerableô by the Catholic Church, and in 1929 they were    

beatified by Pope Pius XI and given the title Blessed. This is 

the first stage of the process of canonisation by which a person 

is declared to be a saint by the Roman Catholic Church. 

Blessed Edward James and Blessed Ralph Crockett both 

share a feast day on October 1.

What is the Breaston Good Neighbour Scheme? 
The Breaston Good Neighbour Scheme (BGNS) aims to help make life 
easier for people in Breaston who need help with day to day problems. 
There are many such schemes running all over the country. We have 
raised a team of volunteers who are willing to help others in their   
community in a number of ways, including: 

 

giving lifts to hospitals or doctorsô surgeries 
collecting pensions and prescriptions 
help with filling forms and advocacy 
minor household repairs such as checking smoke alarms and re-

placing batteries if needed 
help with shopping 
help with pets 
and possibly a one-off tidy up of a garden 
and so on. 

 

Volunteers can choose in which way or ways they would like to help so 
they donôt feel over-burdened. The only service for which there is a 
charge is giving lifts, for which the driver is compensated directly by 
the client at 35 pence a mile as compensation for fuel and running 
costs. 

The scheme opened for business in November 2009. 

How it started 
In March 2009 local resident Jean Lupton was watching the BBC's 
One Show which featured an item about a Good Neighbour Scheme in 
Suffolk. She was immediately struck by the idea, and thought "we 
could do that in Breaston". 



A leaflet was prepared canvassing for both volunteers and clients; this 
was sent to every house in the village (about 2,000 of them). To her 
great delight, about 30 or 40 people volunteered to help with the 
scheme. With a considerable amount of assistance from Erewash  
Council For Voluntary Service, the volunteers were CRB checked, and in 
November 2009 the scheme was launched. 

Initial funding was from a discretionary grant from Erewash Borough 
Council via Cllr Robert Parkinson; this enabled the scheme to purchase 
a mobile phone and obtain the necessary Public Liability Insurance. It  
also covered the cost of the CRB checks and badges courtesy of      
Erewash CVS. 

The scheme is now well-established in the village, with a number of   
regular clients. Calls for assistance average about one or two per week, 
so the demands on volunteers are fairly light. 

The scheme has benefited from further funding from the Erewash      
Voluntary Action Small Grants Scheme (which in turn is funded by     
Derbyshire County Council Social Services, Erewash Borough Council,  
Erewash CVS and Derbyshire County Primary Care Trust) and the 
Breaston Womenôs Institute. 

 

How it works 
Anyone in the village can ring the mobile phone number (07821 657 
684) to ask for a service (for example, transport to a doctorôs appoint-
ment). The number of the phone is publicised on noticeboards through-
out the parish and in the 6-monthly newsletter. The volunteer manning 
the phone then assigns a suitable volunteer. 

Most requests are for transport to local appointments ï we do go as far 
as the Royal Derby Hospital. 

Note that all the volunteers are CRB/DBS checked.

Church Wilne Rotary 
 

Around 8 hours a day in the saddle during a week to cycle over 1400 
kilometres (900 miles) from Denmark to Paris and raise money for a 
childrenôs heart hospital was the challenge for 2015 Church Wilne Ro-
tary Club President Tony Beenham. 

It all came about during the May 2014 bi-annual Twinning visit of 
Church Wilne Rotary Club to our twinned Rotary club in Hinnerup. Up-
coming President Tony made the decision to join this Danish charity 
cycle ride with an aim to accept the personal mental and physical 
challenge, raise our Club profile and fund raise and support the local 
community.  

This last six years, District 1440 Rotary Clubs of Hinnerup, Hammel 
and Hadsten of the Favrskov community in Denmark, known as Team 
Rotary Favrskov, have cycled to Paris to raise funding for charity. The 
mixed group whose ages ranged from 19 through to 65, consisted of 
36 riders, 35 Danish Rotarians and friends plus one British rider, Tony. 
Tony was supported by his partner Paula who was part of the service 
team of 10, providing the freshly made food, drink and support of the 
group at each of their 3 daily 7 minute breaks during this gruelling but 
enjoyable week. 

To partake involved buying a suitable bike, followed by 8 months of 
early morning gym before work, spinning classes, hill and endurance 
training in UK and Spain, a trial 425 km weekend ride the length of 
Denmark before setting off on Saturday 4th July through Denmark, 
Germany, Holland Belgium and France to arrive in Paris on 11th 
Julyô15.  

Early on Saturday 4th, the group were involved in publicity interviews 
and photographs before setting off from Hammel. We stayed at lovely 
hotels along the route with each day starting early with a hearty break-
fast, packing the 4 service vehicles and the riders setting off at 800 
am prompt. During the week we endured 35ÁC hot and humid temper-
atures, torrential rain, Tour de France routes with a hill climb of le Huy 
in Belgium, beautiful scenery plus the total satisfaction of completing 
this cycling challenge with all riders cycling into a sunny hot Paris. 



We were greeted into the centre of Paris, Place de Concorde, by family, 
friends and colleagues were we then enjoyed a satisfying BBQ accom-
panied by Champagne.  

After an hour of enjoying food, drink and photos we were again on our 
bikes and formed a tight group, cycled along the cobbled Champs dôEly-
sees up to and twice around the Arc dôTriumph, cycling through all red 
lights and holding up the centre of Paris é..Magnifique.  

Tony commented that this was such a fantastic event to be involved 
with, a physical and mental challenge as well as so satisfying to com-
plete and have much respect for all involved, from the organisers and all 
the Danish friends that both Tony and Paula have made during the 
week. 

The overall ride has so far collected Ã31k towards Bornehjertefonden ï 
Denmarkôs Childrens Heart Hospital, Ã25k towards International and lo-
cal community projects plus Tony has raised Ã1150 towards local Derby 
charities Treetops Hospice and Erewash CVS.

The members we given an insight into the grants scheme run by      
Erewash Borough Council, a major project at the Enterprise Centre in 
Cotmanhay, the Radio link in both Long Eaton and Ilkeston that helps 
against crime in the town centres and the successful Heritage       
Economic Regeneration Scheme 

The Partnership renovation schemes have proved a great success 
and the recent classic car event, now in its third year in the Ilkeston 
town square, attracted over 4,000 visitors with over 250 vehicles on 
display.  

The Partnership still have offices in Ilkeston but more recently moved 
its HQ into Bridge House in Long Eaton with all but one office fully let. 

Their previous Ilkeston office was at the old police station which the 
Partnership has refurbished and is managing the letting of the offices 
which will be opening on 18th September. 

The Partnership is still, after 21 years, in it for the long term gain and 
continues to be unique, enterprising and working closely with         
businesses in the Borough. 

Rotarian Geoff Smith gave the clubôs vote of thanks and congratulated 
Ian for his drive over the years. It has been a great pleasure and      
privilege to work through Erewash Borough Council over the last 10 
years with Ian. He said that the Partnership had helped greatly to put 
Long Eaton and Ilkeston back on its feet.
