THE SAINT & THE

St Columba, whose feast day is
9th June, was born in Ireland
and came to Scotland to be a
‘pilgrim for Christ’. He founded a
monastery on the island of lona
in 563. The monastery at lona
became a centre of learning and
many missionaries were trained
there.
