Global Eradication of Polio

Rotarian Greg Maskalic updated 

his fellow members on current 

progress on the global 

eradication of Polio at the Royal 

Oak in Ockbrook on Monday 1st 

August. 

In his introduction Greg covered 

where we are and where we are 

going along with the history of 

progress since Rotary, along with 

other partners, commenced this 

challenge in 1985. In that year 

Polio was in 120 countries and is 

now in just 2 and the number of 

annual cases has been reduced by 

99.9% 

There are three strains of Polio 

with strain type 2 gone in 2000 

and type 3 in 2012 and therefore 

type 1 still remains.  In 2014 

Nigeria had no cases reported 

and therefore after a further 

three years with no cases they will 

be Polio free.  This just leaves two 

countries, Afghanistan and 

Pakistan, with Polio. 

As of 27th July this year there had 

been just 19 cases in Pakistan and

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6 in Afghanistan which compares 

well to the same time last year of 

34 in total. 

Greg, who had been part of a 

massive immunisation team in 

February this year in India, will 

be returning again early next 

year. spoke in detail about what 

needs to be done to complete this 

humanitarian project which 

included the global funding gap 

and his thoughts of when the 

world will be Polio Free. 

The Church Wilne Rotary Club 

will be holding a special meeting 

on Polio Day on Monday 24th 

October with details to follow 

shortly.

Philately  

On Monday 15th August at the 

weekly meeting of the Rotary 

Club of Church Wilne Steve 

Street gave his fellow Rotarians 

an informative talk on Philately 

which as many will know is all 

about stamps. Steve is also the 

President of Derby Philatelic 

Society. 

Steveôs interest in stamps started 

at a very young age when he 

received a Christmas stamp 

album and packs of postage 

stamps.  It gave him a wonderful 

knowledge of geography, history, 

wild life and it was inexpensive. 

But after 10 years he sold his 

initial collection. 

Before postage stamps a letter in 

1801 would have been written in 

old English and the cost of one 

sheet sent from Dublin to London 

would have been 3d. 

In 1840 the Penny Black was the 

first stamp to be issued with 

68million printed and for just a 

penny, a letter weighing less than 

half an ounce, would be delivered 

anywhere in the UK the very next 

day. A penny then now equates to 

33p today with our current first 

class stamp now costing 64p. The 

Penny Black was taken out of 

circulation within a year as too 

many were being used several 

times. 
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Steve purchased at a London 

stamp fair a few years back a 

Penny Black for Ã150 but he 

noticed the stamped envelope, 

franked 21st August 1840, was 

addressed to a Mr Nightingale 

the farther of Florence 

Nightingale. 

From 1841 until 1879 there was 

21 billion Penny Redôs produced. 

Some are only worth 50p today 

but one with plate 

number 77 printed 

recently sold for 

Ã495,000 

The most 

expensive stamp 

every sold is the Treskilling 

Yellow which was sold in auction 

for Ã1.6 million and is the most 

valuable item, weight for weight, 

in the world. 

Prior to the talk Steve had asked 

many members for various 

contributions and experiences 

and he covered these in fine 

detail which was indeed most 

enlightening. 

The Clubôs vote of thanks was 

given Mick White who said 

stamps were all things to all 

people and concluded by saying it 

had been a really good and 

informative talk.

To 

request a free copy of the latest issue, visit Premierchristianity.com 

Christian paralympian off to Rio  

Stef Reid is a paralympic athlete. She does long-jump and also sprints. 

In the 2008 Paralympics she won a bronze medal in the 200 metres and 

in 2012, a silver medal in th long jump. She has broken the world record 

for long-jump in the F44 (below the knee amputees) class several times. 

She had a life-changing accident in her teens as she describes: ñI was in 

a boating accident when I was 16. The propellers caught me across my 

lower back. The water around me was blood red. I thought I had been 

cut in half. The next issue was that we were three hours away from a 

half-decent hospital. 

ñI survived but unfortunately the leg was so mangled that it had to be 

amputated. So I was really thankful to be alive. But with my love for 
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sport, I was absolutely devastated. The stuff that you love to do, you are 

told that you cannot do it anymore. 

ñI donôt come from a Christian family but my parents sent me to a 

Christian school. We had Bible classes. I had a very good head 

knowledge of the Bible but it wasnôt a major part of my life. 

ñEverything changed when I was in the accident. I remember lying in the 

ambulance. I was scared because I knew in my heart that I wasnôt going 

to heaven. I did not know God. I had never asked Him what His plan was 

for my life. I remember praying for a second chance. It was a complete 

miracle that I survived the accident. I know that God had a hand in that. 

ñI also know that by me not dying, I still had a purpose here. There is a 

reason for me to be here and it completely changed my perspective. It 

changed me as a person and I committed my life to Him in the 

ambulance. Now, I look at things from the perspective of hope. I have 

always got hope. I think that is the biggest differenceò.

¶ 125g pot fresh basil pesto 

¶ basil leaves, to serve 

Method  

Heat the butter or oil in a large pan, then add the garlic and soften for a 

few mins over a low heat. Add the sun-dried or SunBlush tomatoes, 

canned tomatoes, stock, sugar and seasoning, then bring to a simmer. 

Let the soup bubble for 10 mins until the tomatoes have broken down a 

little. 

Whizz with a stick blender, adding half the pot of soured cream as you 

go. Taste and adjust the seasoning ï add more sugar if you need to. Serve 

in bowls with 1 tbsp or so of the pesto swirled on top, a little more soured 

cream and scatter with basil leaves.
