Daily we hear that Britain is becoming increasingly violent and dangerous.

Derby Roundhouse  

The Menôs Danger Club visited the Roundhouse in Derby designed to repair 

and restore steam engines. Built in1839 with help from George and Robert 

Stevenson, it was the first to be built in the world. Over the following years, it 

was much expanded, taking on new technology. It was built across the parishes 

of St. Peterôs and Lychgate ï we were shown the stone with PP/L carved into it 

which designates the boundaries of the parishes.  

A huge area of workersô houses was built for its employees who reached 5,000 

at its peak. It is possible that more than one family lived in a house. The area 

had its own shops, a church, library and the first ale house to cater for the 

railway workers which is still there ï The Brunswick. Rumour has it that the 

apprentices were sent to the Brunswick just before clocking off time, to order 

pints, ready for the workers when they arrived. 

A clock was installed above the entrance not only to ensure that the workers 

arrived on time but also that the trains at the adjoining station left on time. 

In those days of class separation, a bridge was built above the workshops for 

the management to walk to their board rooms without meeting any of the 

labourers. 

Enter Matthew Kirtley. He joined the workforce at the age of 14 on the shop 

floor and he must have been brilliant because he worked his way up and 

eventually was invited to be on the management. He never forgot his time he 

spent on the workshop floor and always walked through the shop floor (refusing 

to use the bridge) to talk to workers, wearing his bowler hat (low class) and not 

the top hat which he could have done. He is in the centre of many photographs. 

The company introduced a Bike Repair Workshop where workers could have 

their bikes checked and repaired for free. In those days every worker either 

walked or biked to work. With the Bike Repair Shop there was no excuse to be 

late for work.  

There was a carriage workshop, but the main working area was the engine 

repair shed. Engines entered the shed, moved on to a turntable, which is still 

operable today, and placed in one of the 16 ports which could take 2 engines, 

where, over deep pits they could be repaired. Workersô lungs took in the smoke 

and soot, shortening the life of many. If the worker died, then the widow and 

family had to leave their houseé unless a son was also employed at the works!! 

Crafty. 

Derby University took over the Roundhouse and saved it from neglect and 

possible demolition. They have preserved a unique heritage and thoughtfully 

united old and new into a vibrant historic/modern building. 
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laptops. On the first floor of many of the buildings are classroom ñpodsò (very 

similar to carriages) where the students have their lectures and study. 

It was a fascinating visit to this giant of a structure, a wonder of Victorian 

engineering started 180 years ago, combined with the interesting history over 

the years.

When I stepped into Search Impexôs office on Main Street in Breaston It was 

like entering an Aladdinôs cave for any collector of model trucks or for people 

who are interested in trucks at all. I was just taken aback not only by the fine 

detail of each unique model but also by the fact that this company is in itself 

unusual as it is one of only a few in the country commissioning and marketing 

such products. 

I was welcomed by Brenda Newsome who, together with her husband Jim, have 

been running Search Impex since 

1993. All the models on display have, 

over the years, been commissioned by 

haulage companies keen to have their 

trucks replicated in model form mostly 

to be used for corporate marketing and 

promotional purposes. Jim says, óAs a 

promotional item, a model vehicle is 

effective because people tend to put it 

on display ï itôs like a business card 

that sits out in your customerôs office.ô 

The 1:50-scale models trucks, which 

are made in China, are incredibly 

detailed and as close to their full-size equivalents as it is possible to get.  Search 

Impex sends photographs to WSI Models, showing the truck and trailer, colour 

references and/or samples for the graphics and paint. From this, detailed colour 

visuals will be created for careful checking and final approval. However, their 

job is getting increasingly difficult as many hauliers are now investing in 

bespoke airbrushing and the liveries are becoming more complicated. Scale 

models are produced in runs ranging from 175 up to 400 or more for popular 

models.  

Hauliers are Search Impexôs traditional market but demand is increasing from 

model collectors. ñWhen we started up, the model truck market in the UK was 

still biased more towards the hobby as it used to be ï toys, rather than 

collectables,ò says Brenda.  

ñBut now the whole market has been turned on its head and it is an adult 

collectorsô market. People often collect models because they relate to the 

haulier, the livery, they drove the trucks or they collect on a themeò. Indeed, 

Search Impexôs models are not toys ï partly because of the cost but also 

because of the detail in the models. Fine detailing can require parts to be made 

from thin sections of metal or plastic to match the scale and, as a result, parts 
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0 of the models can be fragile; ñif treated like a toy and driven across the carpet, 

it will be broken in minutesò says Jim. 

When you see how impressive these models look on display, you can 

understand why collectors are so keen to get their hands on the new models 

and have their own slice of haulage history on their mantelpiece. 

I really enjoyed my time with Brenda and I could have spent the whole day 

looking at these amazing models. You never know, I may become a collector!
