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As a child, | can remember visiting the dentist to have a tooth out. The block
to keep the teeth apart, the gas mask, “Count to ten”, | don't think that | ever
reached five, then waking up with blood in the mouth, rinse and go home
with Mum, a scarf covering my mouth. Today anaesthetics have made that
so much better.

All of us have at some time had an anaesthetic. Doctor John Bowley, a
retired Consultant Anaesthetist at the Nottingham University Hospitals,
came to the Men's Danger Club to talk about anaesthetics and his work
before, in and after the operating theatre.

An anaesthetic is designed to numb an area, relax the area and con the
brain that all is okay. Local anaesthetics are injected to wrists, ankles etc.
so that operations can take place without causing pain or undue comfort
to the patient often whilst remaining awake. This is especially important for
a Caesarean operation. A perfect injection into an exact area near the spine
with the precise dose to numb just the lumbar region so that there is the
least discomfort for mother and baby.

In the operating theatre, the anaesthetist is monitoring the patient all the
time - oxygen levels, heartbeat, blood levels, amount and Llevel of
anaesthetic(s) to keep the patient stable during the operation.

When the scalpel begins to cut the skin, the body would send a message
to the brain, “Something's wrong here. Do something about it. Send a
message to contract the muscles” the job of the anaesthetist is to stop that
message and relax the muscles so that the operation can continue.

Anaesthesia has come a long way since the use of ether which was
commonly used in Victorian times. In those days they had no ability to
measure how much give a patient but thankfully it didn't matter as too
much would not kill a patient. However, it did have its drawbacks. It was
highly inflammable and there were cases of it being given in homes, an
open fire and BANG! Not only the patient died but also those around them!

Chloroform came next and much easier to calculate the correct dose, and
later opium. These dealt with unconsciousness and pain relief. Today there
are a variety of medications to deal with the various symptoms which
patients have. John went on to talk about the importance of muscle
relaxation to enable the surgeon to work freely within the body cavities. He
explained how drugs initially derived from the poison used on South
American blowpipe darts are used to paralyse muscles, and pointed out
the not-inconsequential side-effects that they also could stop the patient
breathing! All this is monitored throughout the operation and eventually
reversing the paralysis prior to allowing the patient to recover
consciousness.

The work of an anaesthetist is not confined to their work in the operating
theatre. They need to meet and prepare the patient prior to the operation
to relax and assure them. John always gave them a mild injection to relax
them before the injection to send them to sleep. He monitored the patient
throughout their surgery. Afterwards, he visited the patient to chat with
them and discuss any queries.

Patients remember doctors, nurses, consultants and send them cards or
gifts - but not to anaesthetists!

Our next event will celebrate our 100th meeting which will be a meal at the

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Les Barnard

Breaston resident Les
Barnard has released two
books this year. Poems of a
Lifetime and A Touch of
Heaven.

It was in 1941 when he was 11 that Alec, a captain in the Leicestershire
Regiment arrived at Les’ home whilst Les was off school having injured his
knee playing football. Alec’'s and Les' families were close friends. It was
Alec that started Les writing poetry. The first poem in the book was written
when Les was 13. The poems range from the silly to the serious. Poems of
the Isle of Man, of Cornwall and Dorset, about nightingales and lovely
natural moments are found in this book. One of the silly ones is about his
first driving lesson:

The engine’s now roaring but going nowhere
Oops, the brakes still on; | must take more care!

A far more serious poem was written after his visit to the German Bergen-
Belen camp

Man’s inhumanity to man

Has been known for a thousand years
But the magnitude of what happened here
Will reduce understanding to tears.

In A Touch of Heaven, we read of Les' first night at Catterick Camp on the
edge of the Yorkshire Moors, deep in snow. As he knelt shivering by his bed
shivering on the frozen floor, he was coshed by a drunken soldier and was
unconscious for a moment or two. However, six weeks later he was able to
lead this lad who from an awful background to faith in Jesus Christ late one
night in the cold barrack room.

Later, having moved to the Intelligence section of the Armoured wing of
the army at Bovington Camp in Dorset, he was able to form the Bovington



Camp Mission Band of soldiers all with good voices. They were asked by
the BBC to broadcast on a programme called Faith in the West.

One evening on his way home from preaching in the ancient town of
Wareham, having missed the bus, he was walking past a Romany gipsy site
near Worgret Heath. He was invited by their leader to join them for supper.
He asked Les to pray for them and read something from the Bible. As he
left, the leader told him that the stew was hedgehog!

In October 1989 the world was amazed when the Russian leader Mikhail
Gorbachev gave freedom after 40 years of Soviet domination to East
Germany, Poland, Hungary and Romania, and then on 17th November to
Czechoslovakia, On the 15th December, the Rev'd Bryan Gilbert, director of
the long-established Evangelization Society (whose patron was Lady
Susan Sainsbury), visited Les to ask him to join with him and become the
first evangelists to visit Czechoslovakia in the new era of freedom. Near the
town of Cheb on the West German border, and within a few yards of the
hideous “Iron Curtain”, he led a service of thanksgiving for about 400
weeping local people. The Iron Curtain was still patrolled by heavily armed
soldiers with Alsatian dogs, and 300 yards away, Russian soldiers in tanks
looked on.

In Moravia, Les visited several towns and villages with the leader of the
Baptist churches, staying for lunch with Dr and Mrs Brazadova. During the
meal, the doctor told him how the psychiatric clinic where he worked had
been first used by the German Gestapo, then by the Russian KGB to torture
many with the help of Czech doctors. He said, “I'm afraid for my life because
| know what they did.” In the afternoon they visited this awful place where
shadowy figures in white flitted about, always locking doors on the inmates.
Les insisted that they pray for this ghastly place, standing in the main
corridor to the amazement of the doctors and nurses — not much praying
had happened thee before!

A footnote is that one night two months later, Dr Brazadova failed to come
home. The police searched, and there was much media coverage. Three
months later, the body of the doctor was found in the river Morava tied to
concrete blocks. He died because he refused to do evil things - a lovely
Christian man.

These are just a glimpse of things in Les' book that might begin to change
your life.

Dean Anderson

Dean's book, Aspire: the beginning of the Canaan Trust is published to mark
the 25th anniversary of the trust's foundation. 1990 marks the start of
Dean'’s journey when he and his wife Lynette started a youth project in the
Meadows in Nottingham. He charts the progress of that work through its
ups and downs and his move to Long Eaton, until in Long Eaton he meets
Kenny, one of a group of homeless young men. Surprised at the existence
of homelessness in Long Eaton, Dean developed a relationship with the
group. Kenny, however, had disappeared; until the Erewash Housing
Officer contacted Dean. Kenny had been in the burns unit at Nottingham
City Hospital for five weeks, and nowhere to go; he had been deliberately
set on fire while sleeping in a skip. This was the seed that spurred Dean into
action, resulting in the founding of Aspire (later to be renamed Canaan). You
can purchase the book from Anderson's shop on Blind Lane, Breaston.
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This is the fifth and final instalment of reminiscences of a 1950s childhood.
At times, it sounds idyllic, and compared to what children experience today
by and large, it seems like another world.

Random reminiscences

As the decade progressed, cars started to become a factor in everyday life.
Ouir first car, which | can't remember, was a Ford 8, soon followed by a black
Hillman Minx. Almost all cars were black in those days. It was surprising
how much it could hold although safety standards were not what they are
now. The principle used was that if it goes in it's alright. No MOTs, no seat
belts, no tread standards on tyres, and the indicators were little pointers
which stuck out either side when a turn was required.

However, in 1955, Dad's career was on the up, and he got a brand new
company car, a Standard Vanguard, which was black of course. It was a
great improvement and then in 1957 he got a White Jaguar 2.4. He used to
collect us from school on Saturday mornings, and we always encouraged
him to exceed 100 mph just outside Kegworth. In hindsight, | don't think he
needed much persuading.

Dad's career advancement also led to a housing merry-go-round. We first
moved to a 4 bedroom detached house at the other end of the village,
about a mile away, but Mum couldn't settle there. After about a year, Gramp
and Grandma moved to a hew house at 99 Station road to enable us to
move temporarily into their old house in Villa Street. Then we moved into a
brand-new semi, 91 Station Road, and finally to a large old four-bedroomed
house at 123 Station Road. All these moves took place in about four years,
but the last house became Mum and Dad's home for 4 decades, and at the
time of writing belongs to Clive and his wife Denise.



There were no such things as supermarkets, so Clive and | had to shop on
Saturday mornings when we were old enough. This we hated with a
vengeance. One of us had to go to Smith's, the greengrocer and the other
to Warhurst's the grocer. There was always a queue because everyone
seemed to shop on Saturdays and it took an age to get served as they all
seemed to have a list of goods to buy, and self-service had not been heard
of. For example, for a quarter of ham Mr Warhurst had to get the ham from
the fridge, set up the rotary slicer, guess the correct amount, weigh it,
adjust the amount until the customer was satisfied, wrap it and put the
remainder back in the fridge. And to make matters worse, | kid you not, Mr
Warhurst only had one leg. Our involvement in shopping ceased when we
went to Loughborough School as we had to attend on Saturday mornings.

Monday was washing day. Hot water was boiled in the copper and
transferred to a large ribbed metal container called a "Dolly" tub. Soap
powder was added, followed by the clothes. Then a large wooden device
called a "Dolly" peg was used to manually agitate the whole lot, thus
getting the clothes clean. They were put through the two rollers of a
mangle, taking care not to trap your fingers, and finally pegged onto the
washing line to dry. Our Monday lunch was always Sunday leftovers and
chips, and for many years the sight and smell of washing on the line
reminded me of this meal.

Another evocative memory was due to our proximity to the railway. |
remember before going to sleep in the depths of winter, or possibly if | had
woken in the night, the sound of the steam engines. There was a signal
outside our house, and trains often stopped, which meant there was a lot
of clanking, hissing and the sound of the fireman putting coal onto the fire.
For some reason this sound was very comforting, I'm not sure why.

| briefly mentioned the catering side of Chrismas, and the entertainment
always followed the same pattern. After dinner (it was always dinner, not
lunch) we all went into the "front room,” which for once had a fire in the
grate and played cards. Newmarket and pontoon, for money. | once was 9d
in profit soon after we had started and | wouldn't play any more in case |
lost it. My Yorkshire blood coming out.

A less savoury memory concerned my time at school. In the playground
were the toilets, again outside, with urinals without a roof, and for some
reasons, the girls used to do handstands against the boys' toilet wall. We,
the boys, used to try and urinate over the wall onto the girls, and
occasionally one succeeded. Now, many years later, | can only recall this
ability with wonder.

There wasn't the plethora of toys that there is now, and so we used what
we could. On hot days the tar on the side of the road would melt so we



played with that. | can't actually remember what we did with it, but | can
certainly remember getting into trouble for having it on my hands and
particularly my clothes.

The fifties were a decade of growth and improvement certainly for my
family. | can just remember the end of food rationing in 1953, and many
things became more readily available. | remember Corona pop being
delivered on a Thursday, but only for a treat. Ice creams were also
occasionally bought for us on special occasions.

The radio was initially the main source of in-house entertainment. | can
clearly remember at a quarter to two each afternoon settling down to
Listen With Mother. The voice of Daphne Oxenford used to ask: “Are you
sitting comfortably? Then I'll begin,” followed by a short story and a song
or two. | often wondered what would happen if | wasn't sitting comfortably,
and how she would know. As television started to take over, | had the
delights of Picture Book on a Monday (boring), Andy Pandy on a Tuesday
(cissy), Bill and Ben on a Wednesday (great), Rag Tag and Bobtail on a
Thursday (OK) and The Wooden Tops on a Friday (quite good). | could do,
and still can, a great impression of Spotty Dog.

One day dad bought a reel to reel tape recorder, with lots of wow and
flutter as we taped music from the radio. We were able to go out more,
although this often meant Mum and Dad going to the Dog and Duck in
Shardlow for a few beers. Clive and | were left in the car with the occasional
bottle of pop and bag of crisps to keep us quiet. Of course, we weren't
allowed in.

Clive and | had more than the average number of material things, but most
important of all we had a loving extended family and parents who gave us
everything we needed. Not everything we wanted, which is a different
matter. Our relationship with them was very close and it was the start of
what turned out to be one of mutual love, respect and friendship.

Jobs in the garden this month
But first here are a few jobs you can be getting on with throughout January.
So wrap up warm and keep gardening!

e Start chitting (sprouting) early potatoes - stand them on end in a module
tray or egg box and place in a bright cool frost-free place

e Begin pruning apple trees and pear trees; this is carried out whilst they
are dormant

e Buy and plant snowdrops that are in the green, potted and are ready to
flower

e Continue planting trees and shrubs while they are still dormant.

e Try forcing rhubarb plants by placing an upturned bucket or bin over
the crown. This will force tender pink stems to grow that will be ready
in about 8 weeks' time.

Plant of the Month: HAMAMELIS MOLLIS Chinese witch hazel
Hamamelis are deciduous shrubs
belonging to the Hamamelidaceae
family with large ovate or rounded
leaves, widely grown as an ornamental
plant and is a beautiful specimen in any
garden border. They have fragrant
yellow to red flowers with 4 narrow
petals, borne on the leafless branchesin -
late winter, also stunning autumn Lleaf
colour.

Hamamelis Mollis is a large deciduous shrub with broad, ovate leaves that
gives autumn colour followed by strongly fragrant, bright golden-yellow
flowers in late winter are spidery in shape and the flowers clinging to bare
stems. A beautiful shrub for a woodland edge, or winter border or alongside
a path, where its fragrance can be appreciated. It has also won the Royal
Horticultural Societies Award of Garden Merit (AGM)Flowering period:
Winter - Spring

e Flowering period: December - February

e Position: Full sun, Partial shade

e Height and Spread: 3m x 3m (9ft x oft)

e Soil: Most garden soil

e Hardiness: Hardy shrub

e Propagation: Propagate by seed sown in containers as soon as ripe, by
a simple layering of suitable shoots in spring, by grafting in late winter
or by chip budding in late summer

e Pruning: Lightly prune after flowering in late winter - early spring
remove any misplaced, crossing or diseased branches



e Pest and Diseases: Witch hazels can sucker. To minimise this problem,
avoid planting too deeply and do not bury the graft union

Day trip to Hardwick Hall and Dobbies Garden Centre

Saturday 15th February

Join us for our first garden trip of the year and we shall be visiting National
Trust Hardwick Hall for their winter gardens with annual snowdrop walk
and Dobbies Garden Centre.

The first port of call we shall be calling in at Dobbies which has a large
gardening and plants department and a great aquatics area with a
wonderful array of fish and pets, why not visit the Farm Food hall, and
browse the fantastic Retail Gallery, before relaxing in the beautiful
restaurant with a patio area giving great views of the local golf course.

After our visit at Dobbies, It is then a short drive down to the National Trust's
Hardwick.

Hardwick Hall is one of Britain's finest Elizabethan houses built for
Elizabeth, Dowager Countess of Shrewsbury (known as Bess of Hardwick),
who moved in to her latest creation in October 1597.

The house itself stands in a commanding position overlooking the ruins of
Hardwick Old Hall, surrounding countryside and country park containing
rare breeds of cattle and sheep and the walled and enclosed gardens
around the house include a herb garden, orchard and decorative gardens.

The snowdrops in the South Court were originally planted in the shapes of
the names of the nieces of the 6th Duke, Blanche, Anne, Dorothy and Maud
but sadly because they've now spread it's no longer possible to make these
out.

Most of Hardwick's snowdrops are clustered in the east and west corners
of the South Court. Under the bows of the yews and lime, the snowdrops
appear to almost glow. Following on from the flowering cyclamen and
before the deep purple crocus, the display of snowdrops is a special time
of year.

On site at Hardwick there is the restaurant and the shop which are open all
year round and for information on what's on each day pop into the Visitor
Centre during your visit.

With a full day ahead of you, your day starts off at a pick-up point either
from The Navigation Inn, Risley Lane, Breaston or from the Seven Oaks Inn,
Lows Lane, Stanton By Dale. Cost for this trip is £30.00 and includes a light
