We hope you all enjoyed the concert on Duffield Close. Rest assured that we
thought hard about ways to hold the event in as Covid secure a manner as
possible.

Cemetery
As part of the Parish Council’s climate emergency efforts work is being planned

to create a wildflower bed at the New Cemetery. In the currently unused part of
the site we are planning a bed that will be a haven for insects, particularly bees.
You might also have noticed that the laurel shrubbery at the Centenary Garden
has been removed: unfortunately, the trees and shrubs were causing problems
with local subsidence and had to go. A site meeting will be arranged to discuss
how to replace the shrubs which were a valuable habitat for wildlife with plants
that give the same shelter but don’t cause the same issues.

Poo bags

Poo Bags are free to Breaston Residents. The Parish Council has a budget of
£1,400 per year for poo bags & the budget has been spent for this financial year,
having already provided 160,000 bags since April. The Bag it & Bin it scheme is
in place because it benefits all residents of Breaston by encouraging dog owners
to pick up after their pets, making the open spaces more pleasant for us all.

However, despite our constant requests that dog owners only take one bag of
100 at a time, we know that some are persistently taking multiple bags which of
course is just not sustainable. To try and eke out the remaining supply until next
April we have split the bags into 25’s and will only leave a smaller number out
each day. Please be considerate and don’t take more than you need! The Parish
Council are now investigating different ways to provide bags to make the scheme
more sustainable.



Dementia Friendly
The Parish Council are keen to make Breaston a Dementia Friendly place to live.

We have supported local groups with some funding recently and are hoping to
organise a Dementia Friends Training session at St Michael’s Church. We just
need to get 10 people to expressan interest in attending the trainingand we can
progress and get a date sorted.

Energy efficiency
Following an energy efficiency audit of the three Parish Council buildings (the

Parish Rooms, the Chapel and the Pavilion), the programme to make the
buildings more energy efficient continues and the lights at the Parish Rooms
were recently replaced with LED fittings which can be swapped from warm white
to bright white or daylight settings. The improvement is notable, particularly in
the Clerk’s office which has no windows! Further investigation is underway
concerning improving insulation and ventilation at all three buildings and it is
hoped that any work identified will be completed in the new year. If you would

Mobility

Following requests from residents with limited mobility, the Parish Council
lobbied the County Council to remove some pavement barriers which prevented
access with mobility scooters and wheelchairs to some jitties and paths in the
village. After consultation with the local policing team, work was agreed upon
and has been carried out in recent weeks.

Speedwatch
The Council continues to lobby the Highways Authority for improvements to

road safety in the local area and a local Speedwatch group has been formed. The
practical training will be completed this month and we hope to be out carrying
out sessions in the coming weeks.

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Our November event visited the Lowlands, the Highlands and Islands of Scotland
and tasted whiskies from the various regions in the comfort of Anderson’s. The
production of whisky takes time and involves many different processes. A video
showed us the many stages it takes to make single malt whiskies from sprouting
the barleycorns, malting and the manyfiltering processes to produce a first-class
whisky. To add further flavour distilleries favour oak barrels in which bourbon or
sherry has been stored adding to the special taste from each individual distillery.
To qualify as single malt whiskies they must be stored for at least 3 years.

Our education needed one further touch... how to taste a whisky! First the nose,
what aromas can be detected, then a sip, ‘rinsed’ underneath the tongue then
over the pallet before the final swallow to enjoy the whisky and the after taste.

So what aromas and tastes could we expect? Smoky, nutty, caramel, oak, spice
and fruity flavours and many others. But also, can you believe it?, chocolate
covered liquorice, Horlicks, singed fruit cake, lawn clippings and fresh laundry to
mention just a few. Where do they get these from? Who would want a whisky
with the aroma of spent matches or silage?! Did our host, with tongue in cheek,
include these? None of us found them.

We tasted and enjoyed five excellent single malt whiskies, discussing our
personal preferences and with help from our host, Roger, trying to predict from
which area they came with varying success! Our sixth whisky came from one of
the areas we had already tasted and it was our task to identify the region.

A superb, interesting and entertaining evening.
