Breaston Parish Council

Cllr John Luke

We were extremely saddened to hear of the death of Clir John Luke at the
weekend, John had been a member of the Parish Council for over 20 years,
serving as Chairman and Chair of the Finance Committee during that time. He
was a tremendous force on the council and a wonderful colleague who will be
very sadly missed by everyone at the Parish Council. (See a longer obituary on
page 27.)

Climate Change Improvements

We were delighted to receive the relevant permissions from Erewash Borough
Council for our solar panels at the Parish Rooms. The work should start in the
middle of February which is really exciting. We have also agreed a contract for
the floodlights on the court on Perks Park to be replaced with new LED energy-
efficient lights. One of the lights has been out for several weeks and it seemed



sensible to replace all of the lamps with climate-friendly fittings whilst the cherry
picker is on site. This work should take place in April.

The Cemetery Chapel

We continue to talk to architects about our plans for the chapel and it is hoped

that more concrete plans will be in place very soon.

We have been working on further funding applications towards the cost of the
works proposed at Perks Park and hope to have some news soon.

Parish Council Funding & Precept Increase
As you will all know we have been working hard on funding applications for a lot

of the projects that are ongoing in the Parish at the moment and whilst this has
been very successful it is only funding for specific projects and cannot be used
on Parish Council running costs.

We have reviewed the current year’s financial situation and have had to look
very closely at our budgets for the new financial year as part of the 2023/4
budget-setting process.

The current economic climate is problematic and with inflation at such a high
level, we can expect to see increases in the cost of all services in the coming year,
with contractors and suppliers having to make increases more frequently it is
impossible to know how this will impact the Parish Council. Vandalism incurs
costs on the Parish Council, again making it difficult to accurately forecast
spending. With key funding from Erewash Borough Council reduced by 10%
again this year, making the reduction since 2010 more than 40% (£30,066.60),
we had to review the services provided by the Parish Council and look at what



could be lost, having undertaken this process for several years now it is not easy

to find any savings and therefore we have had to take the difficult decision to
increase the precept from £51,840.00 to £74,719.20.

Currently, a Band D property in Breaston pays £30.56 per annum to the Parish

Council. The increase will make this approximately £44.00 per year per band D

household. (£3.66 per month, £0.85 per week or £0.12 per day!)

Litter picking, grass cutting, tree and hedge maintenance, poo picking, poo
bag provision and bin emptying — all part of the working week

Floral displays in the village centre, hanging baskets at the PCMR, St
Michael’s Churchyard, planters outside the Bull’s Head, Chemist and in the
Green, along with lamp post baskets at the west end and centre of the village
are all provided by the Parish Council.



e Whilst we don’t own or lease the churchyard, we are also responsible for the
grounds maintenance of St Michael’s Churchyard and boundary wall. Along
with this, we maintain the church clock.

e We own and manage Breaston Cemetery and chapel and are the burial
authority, managing burial services for the site, liaising with bereaved
families, funeral directors, the local registry offices, and stone masons etc.

e We organise and fund numerous public events throughout the year including
the Gala, Summer Band Concert Remembrance Service and Carol Concert.
We provide Christmas lights at the Church and in the Green each year and
bunting for summer events too!

e We are responsible for three (soon to be four) public defibrillators, carrying
out weekly checks to ensure that they will work when needed.

e We own and manage the CCTV system in the Green and hope to soon install
a second system on Perks Park.

e We administer and manage the local Speedwatch team, and the Clerk and
Caretaker can often be seen out with the team and the speed gun trying to
make the village a safer place to live.

e We provide a local link to Derbyshire County Council, Erewash Borough
Council, the Environment Agency, Severn Trent Water and others. We lobby
on behalf of residents regarding services provided by the principal
authorities. Issues raised include the perennial potholes, blocked drains,
street cleaning, flooding, and planning applications.

This list is not exhaustive, and many other weird and wonderful things happen
each week to keep the Clerk and Caretaker busy. We hope you agree that the
precept costs you pay are reasonable. We will of course continue to work hard
with careful budget monitoring and financial management to ensure that the
Parish Council continues to provide excellent value for money.

We now have two vacancies on the Council, and anyone interested in becoming

The Scourge of Vandalism

It is so disappointing to have to report again about vandalism in our open spaces.
Last month the toilets on Perks Park were vandalised again with the soap
dispenser and loo roll holder badly damaged. Thankfully they have been repaired
and replaced. This weekend a memorial bench in the Sensory Garden on Duffield
Close was very badly damaged by four boys for no apparent reason whatsoever.

Draycott and Church Wilne Parish Council News
Budget for 2023-24

Erewash Borough Council has informed us that they will be reducing the amount
of concurrent functions funding by 10% this year and coupled with increased
costs for maintaining all of the facilities, we have no choice but to increase the
precept — this is collected by EBC via your council tax bill. The increase for Band
D paying properties is £13.17 which will equate to an annual payment of £76.15
(again this is subject to the number of properties paying Band D so might change
slightly when EBC do the final calculations.

All of the budget information is on our website but below are the budgets from
the past four years for your information.

You will see that even though we are increasing the precept, the budget is less
than last year. This is achieved by obtaining grants to cover costs for new items
and facilities where we can. Examples of the grants received (some are still in
progress) are East Midlands Airport, EBC, DCC Members Fund and Draycott
Village Fund —these grants have totalled £26,416.72 for the year 2022-23. As we
cannot guarantee success in obtaining grants, this year’s budget for 2023-24 for
grants is £1,200.00 — we have once again committed to only purchasing capital
items or new equipment if grant funding can be obtained.

We hope that you feel that the amount of precept that we request via EBC is
value for money for all of the amenities we manage and look after on your
behalf.

Our Lent Cross

The first Sunday of Lent is February 26th this year. It is our custom at Draycott
Methodist Church to use a large wooden cross as a focal point during our Lent
Services. Each week an item is added and an appropriate passage from the Bible
is read, to remind us of the events of Easter. These vary slightly from year to year
but have included: large stones to represent the wilderness, some palm leaves,
a chalice and bread roll, a water bowl and towel, a money bag to remind us of
Judas’ betrayal, a whip, a cockerel (not a real one!), a purple robe, a crown of
thorns, On Easter Sunday these items are all removed and replaced with fresh
spring flowers which cover the cross. These signify the New Life of the Risen
Jesus and the New Life that he offers to each one of us if we trust in Him.

John Luke 1939-2023

It is with sadness that we report the death of John Luke on 7th January. John

died peacefully at home with his family after a long progressive illness.

John was born in Kingsbury Hospital, Wembley on 21st July 1939 and was
educated at Kingsbury County Grammar School until he became an apprentice
compositor at the age of 16 for various printers in London. He eventually became
a marketing manager for C&A in London before moving to Courtaulds in

Spondon as a sales manager.

Later he was appointed Managing
Director for a succession of
companies - E & A Richards on Queens
Road in Nottingham being the first.
They were lace makers and had
factories in Draycott, Bobbers Mill and
Sandiacre. They manufactured heavy-
gauge knitwear and were the first
company to supply George Davies of
Next at their first fashion store. After
that he moved to Charnos in llkeston
as MD, and then to Cosmopolitan
Textiles in  Cheshire,  making
components for trainers (Reebok,
Nike, Adidas etc), along with car lining

materials and other textile
components.

That led to a position at Cosmo Hong Kong, and the family moved there in 1994
for three years. John was the MD of a textile factory in the New Territories. They
returned to the UK in 1997, when John retired.

John believed in “giving back” and voluntary work and will be well known by
parents in the area for his voluntary work for 24 years as a Young Enterprise
Business Advisor, sharing his wealth of business knowledge at Ockbrook School,
Wilsthorpe School, Friesland School, Ecclesbourne School and Autistic School
Bladen House, Burton on Trent. Two of the schools made it to the finals in
London. He had a special relationship with Ockbrook school, being a governor



there for over 20 years with responsibility
for finance. He was a Breaston Parish
Councillor for many years, chairing the
Finance Committee and, for much of the
time, the whole Council itself. The Parish
Clerk commented: “John was always

helpful and extremely supportive,

Welcome to February’s Gardening! As | bring you this
month's article, our gardens have seen quite a bit of rainfall
and milder temperatures mean we have seen some growth
such as the lawns — | don't think they have ever stopped |
growing! But as | sit here to write this month's gardening, |
we have had some snow flurries and temperatures lower ™
than we would expect in February. Perennials that | didn't
trim down last year are now looking fabulous in the winter
garden with this dusting of frost on them — it’s surprising

what interest they can bring. Another tip is that by leaving this growth it protects

the new growth emerging for this coming spring.

In between these weather fronts, it has been nice to get out into our gardens

even just for an hour. But wrap up and don't forget your favourite cuppa — it

really makes such a difference.



Have you noticed the nights are slowly starting to draw out? Things are starting
to wake up as the spring bulbs make an appearance and, in some places, the
early daffodils are in bloom.

Hellebores, which | absolutely love are showing plenty of colour at the moment,
but don't forget to trim off the tatty and dead leaf just leaving the flowers as this
will really showcase the flowers and they won't be hidden by the leaf — such a
good tip! February is the month for the Snowdrops, so enjoy what colour you
have in your garden and remember that Spring is on the way!

Some jobs to be doing this month

e Liftand divide snowdrops once they have flowered and are still ‘in the green’
if you want to move them or create more plants

e Continue to plant bare-root trees, shrubs and roses as long as the ground is
not frozen or waterlogged

e Mulch perennial vegetables such as Asparagus and Artichokes with well-
rotted manure or garden compost

e Start chitting early potatoes - stand them on end in a module tray or egg box
and place them in a bright, cool, frost-free place

e Start sowing vegetable seeds such as leeks, onions and celeriac under cover

Gardener Steve's Plant Of The Month
Helleborus Orlentalls

Helleborus orientalis is one of the
nicest plants | can think of for colour
in the garden in February, which is
why it’s my plant of the month.
| Hellebores produce large clusters of
saucer-shaped flowers with white,
pink, green, mauve or smoky purple
' flowers. The large leathery,
evergreen leaves persist throughout
the year but should be cut back in

the spring when flowers and new
foliage emerge so then you can really focus on the magnificent blooms.
Hellebores are perennial, long-lived, and become larger each year. They bring
colour to any border and can be used in a rock garden and woodland garden and
will even naturalise.



Flowering period Late winter to early spring
Height and Spread 30cm (12”) - 90cm (36”)

Position Sun or shade

Soil Humus - rich, well-drained

Hardiness Hardy perennial

Propagation By division in early spring after flowering or later in the

year in September. Divide the clump into several pieces of
a reasonable size and replant

Pruning Remove faded flowers after flowering and keep plants
tidy by removing damaged leaves

Pest and Diseases  They suffer from certain pest and disease problems such
as hellebore aphid, hellebore black death, hellebore leaf
miner and leaf spot. Remove affected leaves

The Joy Of Snowdrops

One of the first flowers to see as we go into the new year is the Snowdrop and
when they are in flower we know that the brighter days of spring are on the way.
It is a herbaceous plant that belongs to the family Amaryllidaceae. There are 20
different species of snowdrops that originate from Europe and Asia and some
species are listed as vulnerable or even endangered.

Snowdrops are most commonly seen in our parks and
gardens, they always put a show on whatever the weather |

throws at them, and can be seen in small clumps or larger
drifts. There are many uses for Snowdrops: they are perfect :
for naturalising in grass, under-planting of winter shrubs and
trees, planted in patio pots, or small clumps in a rock garden
and drifts in larger gardens and parks.

So whatever size your garden is, you can always make a space for these little
early gems and if you can’t, there are many Snowdrop gardens and walks around
the country during the next month to visit and our first garden trip of the year is
dedicated to these winter favourites.

Snowdrops prefer well-drained, fertile soil and habitats that provide full or
partial sunlight.
