We face many challenges as a society, and I don’t want to minimise any of them. I 

believe that one of the greatest of these challenges is the constant rush of modern 

life. I realise that there is much to do and that some people have incredibly difficult 

jobs, personal situations and busy seasons of life, but I believe the constant rush of 

life harms us emotionally and spiritually. Byung-Chui Han, a Korean born German 

philosopher wrote a book called the ‘Burnout Society’ and he believes that most 

people in the Western world are ‘too alive to die, and too dead to live’ (page 51). 

We may think that we don’t have a busy life and that we cope really well with the 

pressures of life. I believe however that most of us imbibe the cultural values, from a 

24/7 society of rush and distraction. The consequence is that most of us feel guilty 

when we are not busy. I believe that the guilt which our ‘rush’ society feeds is a huge 

problem. It’s no wonder that stress, anxiety and mental health issues are at an all-time 

high. 

Jesus refused to buckle to the pressures that people placed upon him. His first priority 

was to spend time with his Father in prayer and from there he found the strength that 

he needed and the wisdom to live well. 

Modern life can feel like a storm at times. Jesus said, ‘therefore anyone who hears 

these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise person who built their 

house upon a rock.’ I think our lives, churches and communities would look very 

different if we actually built our lives upon the teaching of Jesus. Most Christians could 

quote this verse but it’s the putting into practice that counts. My sabbatical last year 

painfully brought home to me how I had neglected my soul. What about you? 

Jesus was incredibly busy, but his vision of how to live a fruitful and meaningful life is 

very different from our societies. He invites us to come to him and draw strength and 

guidance from him: “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give 

you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in 

heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.” 

(Matthew 11:28-30). 

He invites us to a healthy life yoked (joined) to him. This doesn’t mean an easy life but 

living that way we are designed to do so. Are you courageous enough to live in this 

counter cultural way? May God bless you.

Breaston Parish Council 
Public Conveniences Blind Lane. 
We are delighted to confirm that following discussions with Erewash Borough Council 

regarding the proposed closure of the Blind Lane Public Toilets we have been able to 

negotiate a contract to keep the facility open. Thankfully because we are the owners 

of the building there were fewer complications to deal with. We will have to review 

our budget before the 2024/5 financial year but thankfully we’ve been able to ear 

mark the funds for the current year. 

Perks Park Exercise Path 
Work is due to start on the path during September – see the poster for more 

information. You will be aware of the village wide consultation with residents that was 

undertaken regarding improvements to Perks Park and the resulting work on grant 

funding carried out by the Council. The great news is that we have been successful in 

our fund-raising efforts, with grants secured from Derbyshire County Council (£20k), 

Vernon Bowmer Trust (£20k) and Awards for All Lottery Grant (£10k) and we are now 

in a position to start work on the path. The really great news about the funding is that 

with all of the successful grant applications it has meant that there has been no need 

to take any funding from the Parish Precept, which is paid for by residents, so the new 

path project will be entirely free for residents! We apologise in advance of any 

inconvenience this may cause but we hope that you will agree that it will be 

worthwhile when the new path is available for use for residents and visitors alike. 

Overgrown Hedges and Trees 
It’s that time of year again when we ask you to check that your hedges and boundary 

vegetation isn’t growing out over the pavement or road. The Parish Council is keen to 

keep all highways, footpaths, and pavements as clear as possible to enable residents 

to travel easily around and access all areas of the village. Often hedges in particular 

have been allowed to grow over a number of years and we are asking residents to 

check that their planting is not outside of the boundary line of their property. Just take 

a look and make sure that your hedge line isn’t over the pavement: could someone 

with a double buggy or large wheelchair have a problem getting by on the path? We 

would be grateful if you could take the necessary measures to make sure everyone 

can get by! Many thanks to those residents who have already carried out the work. 
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Rock and Bike Festival Success 
We were pleased that the Rock and Bike Festival was a success. All the feedback to 

the Parish Council has been very positive. Thanks to the organising team for all their 

efforts in making this a great event.

Draycott and Church Wilne Parish Council News 
Victoria Road Public Toilets to Stay Open 
At the meeting of the Parish Council on 12th July, the parish council unanimously 

voted to take over the management and ownership/long term lease from Erewash 

Borough Council.

The Borough Council greatly reduced their original costings for opening, closing and 

cleaning to a more reasonable £2400 per year, on top of this figure, the Parish Council 

will have to pay for electricity costs, water costs, insurance, supplies (toilet rolls and 

soap) and any ongoing maintenance. So based on the figures supplied by EBC on the 

average costs of the past three years, we need to budget around £6000per year to run 

the public loos. 

This amount will need to be put onto the precept (which is the money that the 

residents of Draycott and Church Wilne pay as Parish Precept on their council tax bill) 

and will be factored into the budget for next year. In this current year, we will have to 

find the money from our existing budget or take money from our earmarked savings 

(which are to save for large expenditure replacement items such as a new boiler at 

the football club / replacement play area surfacing etc). 

Thank you to all those people who provided feedback to the Parish Council, your 

voices were listened to and we acted according to your wishes. 

Our preference is for EBC to transfer ownership of the public toilets to us and we have 

written to them and asked them to continue their service until the details are worked 

out, as their intention was to close them on 31st July 2023 – we don’t believe that this 

date gives us enough time to sort out the transfer of ownership/lease and all of the 

utility switches etc. We will keep everyone updated on the progress and outcome via 

our website and Facebook page as well as through the Breaston and Draycott Village 

News. 

Speed Indicator Devices in Draycott 
On Thursday 13th July, the installer from Coeval put up the two speed indicator 

devices, the first is sited on Sawley Road and uses solar power and the second is 

battery powered and will move locations on a regular basis. Our thanks must go to the 

Police and Crime Commissioner and Derbyshire County Council for enabling Parish 

Councils to bid for funding and have the backing of DCC to run this initiative. 

One of the biggest complaints that we receive is speeding through the village, as a 

result, we set up a Community Speedwatch Group that has 15 active members 

undertaking weekly speedwatch activity and now we also have the Speed Indicator 

Devices which collect speeding data which will be regularly downloading and 

providing this information to the relevant authorities to evidence if speeding is taking 

place, and also hopefully show that the devices are having a positive impact on 
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drivers. With both these schemes, our goal is to educate drivers to adhere to the 

correct speeds. 

Thank you to Councillors Steve Flint and Roger Brown who will be the people 

responsible for changing batteries and moving the SID (2 locations on Derby Road and 

one on Hopewell Road by the Cemetery). Thank you also to the Community 

Speedwatch Volunteers who aim to make it safer on the roads for you all. If anyone 

wants to join the group, please contact me (details below).

A message from Rev Judi Smart 
With the weather as unpredictable as it is, deciding what to wear each day can 

be tricky. Is it shorts and T-shirt, or long-sleeves and lots of layers? Do I need a 

sunhat or a scarf? Billy Connolly said that there is no bad weather just the wrong 

clothes. That, however, does not make the decisions any easier. 

I am not a ‘clothes’ person. What I wear needs to be functional and comfortable, 

but fashionable is not, for me, an issue. When things wear out, I try to replace 

them, but the fashion industry will have moved on, and I am unlikely to find 

exactly what I want. I am quite envious of those who enjoy clothes shopping – 

it’s not my favourite activity. 

We know that our outward appearance affects how we relate to people, as it is 

part of our ‘first-impression.’ But more significant is the inner person that people 

see in the long term, the character that shines through whatever we look like. In 

the Bible we read about putting on these kind of ‘clothes’. In his letter to the 

Christians in Colossae (a town in modern-day Turkey), Paul writes, ‘Clothe 

yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience.’ 

Colossae had a history of industry working with wool and fabric-dying, so those 

who read this letter would have been more aware than most of the importance 

of clothes. Paul urges the followers of Jesus to decide each day to put on these 

Christian qualities, so that they might bless each other and their community. 

Compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. When I am deciding 

what to wear each day, may I always decide to put these things on. Whatever 

the weather.

Erewash Community Sponsorship Update 
Nine months ago, we welcomed a Syrian refugee family to the UK. The family 

had been living as refugees in Jordan and had been selected by the UNHCR to be 

sponsored by our group in the UK. This agreement was part of a Community 

Sponsorship initiative led by the Home Office. 

 Last October the family arrived at Heathrow 

airport and members of our group were 

there to welcome them. The family did not 

know any English and carried their only 

belongings with them. Fast forward nine 

months and the family are thriving. They live 

in a house in Beeston where there is a large 

Syrian community. The five children have 

settled at school and nursery. The children 

are continuing to learn English very quickly 

and are thoroughly enjoying the 

opportunities available to them. They have 

attended school trips and clubs after school 

and the two older ones attend a football club each week which they love. 

The parents are developing their English. They attend ESOL 

lessons each week and aim to become proficient enough to 

be able to find work. The father has attended a recent 

catering course learning about hospitality. His speciality is 

making Arabic sweets that we enjoyed celebrating Eid.  

Interpreting has been a challenge. We have received 

fantastic support from Nottingham University’s Arab 

society. Arabic students have volunteered their time to 

attend meetings to interpret for the family. Thanks also to 

Hope Nottingham and the Oasis Centre in Beeston who 

have been so welcoming and supportive. 

There are many challenges to life in the UK. Technology was new to the family - 

emails, online applications and information finding can be hard when you are 

unfamiliar with the language and the technology. The fast pace of life in the UK

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and navigating the school and health system has also been new to them but they 

are adapting well. 

Community sponsorship is a 24-month project. There is intense support for the 

first 12 months and then gradually this is reduced over the following 12 months 

to enable the family to be fully independent in the UK. 

The money the group raised has been spent on housing, supporting with energy 

costs during the very cold first six months, supporting with children’s activities 

and clothing, ESOL lessons and transport. The family have been very grateful for 

the help this has given them. 

As project leads, we are incredibly grateful to our dedicated team of volunteers 

who have made the project so successful. Many hours of support have been 

given to the family and at times this has been a steep learning curve! We have 

thoroughly enjoyed the challenges we have faced and have made good friends 

along the way. We would all agree that our lives are richer from this experience. 

Thank you to all our wider supporters who have helped the family through 

donations of money or time.

And up here on top of St. Michael’s spire 

it gets surprisingly cold when you’re wet and the wind is 

blowing! Can someone please turn the heating back on? (But not too high, 

please – a smaller bird than I has told me about the ridiculous heat in southern 

Europe, and I certainly don’t want that, as it makes my joints expand too much!)

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In the Garden with Gardener Steve 
Welcome to this month's gardening. As I sit here and write this month's article, 

we are yet again experiencing dry conditions with a few quick storms thrown in 

and then it all evaporates minutes later! [As your editor puts this into the 

magazine, it’s raining – yet again!] I hope you are all having a great summer; it 

is lovely to welcome the sunshine, but our gardens needed a good drop of rain, 

didn't they? Watering has been keeping us all busy (especially in my garden as I 

have a lot of pots) – but perhaps not so much recently! 

Top tip! Once the soil around your plants has had a good water, add a layer of 

mulch, such as bark chip or well-rotted garden compost on the soil surface and 

around your plants as this will retain the moisture and add life to your soil. 

I have also had a few days in London exploring the capital's green scene for all 

its fauna and flora, with visits to Hyde Park, Kensington Gardens and surrounding 

green pocket parks and the city street trees — so much to see at every turn. 

Jobs this month 
Here are some jobs to be getting on with your garden... 

¶ Pick runner beans regularly to prevent them becoming stringy and to make 

room for developing beans. 

¶ Keep on top of weeds as they compete with plants for nutrients and water. 

¶ Stake tall or top-heavy Dahlias and Lilies to prevent wind and rain damage. 

¶ Keep patio container plants well-watered and feed with a liquid high potash 

fertiliser every fortnight. 

¶ Trim your lavender plants after they have finished flowering to keep them 

compact. 

¶ Continue to feed tomato plants with a tomato fertiliser and remove leaves 

lower down on the plant to help with air circulation and prevent disease. 

¶ Dead-heading is an important job this month - bedding plants, perennials 

and roses to stop them self-seeding, encourage further flowering and 

improves appearance of plant. 

¶ Apply a high-potash fertiliser such as tomato food once fruits start to form 

on peppers, cucumber and aubergines. 

¶ Pinch out the top of tomato plants to concentrate the growth into the fruit 

that has already formed. Aim to leave 5 or 6 trusses of fruit per plant. 
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Summer Star plants 
Echinacea Purpurea (Purple coneflower) 

Echinacea are clump-forming rhizomatous perennials with 

simple or pinnately lobed leaves and solitary, long-stalked 

daisies with prominent conical central disks attractive to 

butterflies. 

Echinacea purpurea is an upright perennial with coarsely 

hairy, ovate shaped leaves and flower-heads to 12cm 

across with light purple rays and brown central cone. Ideal 

for cut flowers, flower borders and beds, cottage and informal gardens, prairie 

planting, wildlife gardens and wildflower meadows. 

Flowering period: Summer 

Height and Spread: 1-1.5 metre x 0.5metre 

Position: Full sun part shade 

Soil: Any soil but well drained 

Hardiness: Hardy 

Propagation: Propagate by seed sown in spring. Propagate by division 

in spring or autumn. or by root cuttings from late autumn 

to early winter. 

Pruning: Cut back stems as the blooms fade to encourage new 

flower 

Pest and Diseases: Generally pest and disease free 

Rudbeckia Fulgida var. Sullivantii ôGoldstrumõ 

(Coneflower) 

Rudbeckia can be annuals, biennials or herbaceous 

perennials, with simple or pinnately divided leaves and 

large daisy-like flower-heads with yellow or orange 

rays surrounding a prominent conical disk. It is a plant 

genus in the sunflower family. The species are 

commonly called coneflowers and are native to North 

America and many species are cultivated in gardens for 

their showy yellow or gold flower heads. 

'Goldsturm' is an herbaceous perennial forming a 

clump to 60cm in height, with erect stems bearing narrowly ovate leaves and 

dark-eyed, deep yellow flowers to 12cm across. This award-winning coneflower 

is mostly used in flower borders and beds, as cut flowers, cottage garden, and 

informal garden prairie planting. 
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Flowering period: August to October 

Height and Spread: 60cm x 60cm (2ft x 2ft) 

Soil: Any soil but well drained 

Hardiness: Hardy 

Propagation: Propagate by division in spring or autumn 

Pruning: Deadhead faded flowers 

Pest and Diseases: Generally, pest free
