Dear Friends 

During the four weeks of Advent (the season of preparation for Christmas), the 

Church traditionally lights the four advent candles representing Hope, Peace, 

Love, and Joy. As the weeks progress these four themes rise in a great crescendo 

until we reach the climax when we hear all the angels in heaven rejoicing in the 

birth of the one who was and is God within, who was and is the very 

embodiment of hope, peace, love joy. These four gifts make the time and the 

season feel both lighter and brighter. 

But this year it feels different. The events of the world weigh heavily upon us. 

The politics of the world feel somewhat darker. Hope, peace, love, joy all seem 

more distant. 

The reason for this feeling is to be found in the place we once called the Holy 

Land. Its beginning was in the attack by the Palestinian Hamas movement upon 

the Israeli population on 7th October. An outrage and a massacre that stunned 

the world as it looked on and saw lives destroyed, children orphaned, and adults 

widowed and left childless. This single event inevitably led to the Israelite state 

retaliating and seeking to destroy Hamas itself. At the time of writing this letter, 

there seems to be no sign of an end to the conflict which has cost both parties 

dear and left many of us in tears as we have once more seen the hatred that one 

group of people can have for another. Once again, a torch is held up and shows 

us the distance that humanity has to travel before it can come together in unity 

of fellowship and purpose; before all people can live together in concord and 

harmony. 

It is at times like this, when hope, peace, love and joy seem so distant, that we 

need to be more committed to God who is Love; who is the Prince of Peace; who 

offers hope; whose coming brought and brings joy to the world. For it is only 

through obedience to God and a willingness to trust him and live in his way that 

the world will ever unite and only then that the choirs of heaven and earth 

resound in one great chorus of praise.

Thoughts and reflections to help us find peace in our busy lives 

God is gracious  
Elizabeth looked up into the branches of the great fig tree that shadowed the 

garden. She had been busy that morning and now, as she rested, was aware of 

her back aching. Sunlight splashed her outstretched legs and she noticed that 

her ankles were swollen. Was this normal? Was it OK? She knew of no one who 

had been pregnant at her age. It shouldn’t have been possible yet here she was, 

getting rounder every day. 

Elizabeth and her husband Zechariah were decent, God-fearing people, living in 

the hills near Jerusalem where Zechariah worked as a priest in the Temple. For 

years they had seemed an ideal couple yet their loving smiles hid a deep sorrow. 

They had no children. However hard they trusted in God, they would still catch 

muttered comments and critical glances from other Temple officials and a sense 

of failure would almost overwhelm them. 

Elizabeth could hear Zechariah inside the house now, pacing up and down, 

searching through his scrolls. He had been like this for six or seven months since 

he came back one day from his Temple duties unable to speak and needing all 

her reassurance and tenderness. From his wild gestures and scribbled notes it 

seemed he had had a disturbing encounter with an angel who had told him they 

would have a child in their old age. Now the truth of this was only too apparent, 

for she, Elizabeth, was pregnant, bearing a special child who would somehow 

prepare the way for the promised Messiah. His name would be John, meaning 

the Lord is gracious. 

Elizabeth’s heart swelled with gratitude to the Almighty who had finally taken 

away their disgrace. She closed her eyes in the noon stillness and imagined 

holding a baby in her arms; imagined its heavy warmth, its tiny, clinging hands. 

This new love was like a light burning inside her, glowing through her skin, giving 

her strength. 
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Suddenly, through her dreamy stillness, Elizabeth heard voices, footsteps. She 

opened her eyes and saw a girl standing before her, smiling timidly and holding 

out her hands. ‘Mary?’ A vigorous movement exploded deep inside her as if the 

baby was leaping for joy and Elizabeth knew, without doubt, that young Mary, 

too, had been touched by God.

Flood Alleviation  
The Parish Council continues to lobby the relevant authorities to use their 

powers to force landowners to clear drainage ditches on their land. Whilst no 

one can provide a perfect answer to the kind of rainfall we’ve had in recent 

weeks we are certain that if ditches were all cleared out it would improve 

matters considerably. We have contacted landowners to the north of the Hills 

Road Estate for several months about blockages on the watercourses on their 

land. Our correspondence is largely ignored. We have met with and discussed at 

length the issues north of Longmoor Lane and Cllr Parkinson has urged the Flood 

Alleviation Team at Derbyshire County Council to respond to our 

correspondence and to pressure landowners to do the right thing. If residents 

have any concerns about drainage, they can contact the clerk who will pass their 

concerns on to the relevant authorities. If you see a street drain that looks 

blocked it can be reported on the Derbyshire County Council website 

www.derbyshire.gov.uk/transport-roads/roads-traffic/report-a-road-

fault/report-a-road-fault.aspx. Alternatively, email the Clerk who will make the 

necessary report. clerk@breastonparishcouncil.gov.uk. The Clerk is hoping that 

a meeting with officers from the flood alleviation team at DCC will be held 

shortly and she will feedback in the next magazine. 

Perks Park Exercise Path  
The Contractors really didn’t hang around and have 

amazingly managed to complete the western side of the 

path, despite the appalling weather we’ve been faced 

with in recent weeks. They’ve made the sensible decision 

to pull off site until the ground dries out a little as the 

eastern side of the park is like a 

quagmire, fingers crossed for 

some dry frosty weather in the 

coming weeks. A massive thank 

you to the team for their hard work and to the funding 

sources that have made the path a possibility: The 

Vernon Bowmer Trust, Derbyshire County Council, and 

the National Lottery. 
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Firfield School Traffic Problems  
The Parish Council have been lobbying the relevant authorities to try and 

improve the traffic situation around the school site at drop-off and pick-up times, 

for many years. Earlier this year we hosted a meeting of officers from Derbyshire 

County Council, members of the school team and residents at which problems 

and possible solutions were discussed. The clerk has been lobbying the officers 

since to try and see some breakthrough and continues to liaise with all those 

involved. Parents who have children at the school are urged to think before they 

park and to park further away and walk if possible. The traffic safety team at 

Derbyshire County Council are investigating the possibility of trials for ANPR 

systems and “school streets” across the county and it is hoped that the trials will 

be a success and can be rolled out to other communities in the future. 

Polling Stations  
In the past, the Primary School and Methodist Church Hall have been used by 

the Erewash elections teams for polling stations in the village. Following 

concerns raised by residents regarding the use of the school for elections and 

the loss of school days and disability access concerns raised relating to the 

Church Hall site, the Parish Council investigated the possibility of alternative sites 

with the elections team as part of their Polling Station Review. It was hoped that 

St Michael’s could be used to replace the two sites, but the number of voters 

was too large for this to be an option along with a number of other barriers. 

However, the school and the elections team work hard to align the polling days 

with inset days so that the children are not affected by the voting whenever 

possible, so all local elections which are timetabled will be organised in this way. 

Unfortunately, there is no local control over when a general election may be 

called, and the team only get 6 weeks’ notice of the date, so it is not possible to 

plan ahead to prevent the loss of a school day for these elections. The team also 

visited the Parish Rooms to establish if they would be a suitable replacement for 

the Methodist Church Hall and happily the building fits the bill. This is great news 

for anyone with limited mobility as the rooms have good disabled access which 

means that they can vote entirely independently. 
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CPR & Defib Training  
The session organised by the Parish Council was a success and 

those who attended are now equipped with the skills to try 

and save a life. Many thanks to Alyson from the local 

Community Responders for leading the session and to East 

Midlands Ambulance Service for funding the scheme. If 

residents are interested in learning these vital skills, please 

let the Clerk know so that a further session can be organised. 

Remembrance Service  
Despite the rainy morning a great turnout of residents came 

along to pay their respects to those who have lost their 

lives to give us the freedom we enjoy today. We 

remembered everyone lost or injured in the two world 

wars and other conflicts and those keeping us safe 

today. Thank you to Reverend Smedley, who led the 

service on this, his last Remembrance Day in Breaston. 

Good Luck in your retirement Chris from everyone on 

the Parish Council.

The Honorary President of our club, Linda Smith, provided 

the demonstration for this month’s meeting. Inspired by her 

travels to far corners of the earth, her theme was ‘Poles 

Apart’. 

First visit, to the Polar regions. Ice and snow were created 

perfectly by the use of the grey-green foliage of the Silk Tassel 

Brush and the white Fatsia leaves. Angled Aspidistra leaves 

cleverly evoked the shapes of icebergs with varied tones of 

blue, and white spray paints were used effectively to develop 

a bed for the structure of the flowers. Spikey 

Chrysanthemums, Carnations, Eryngium and dried Buddleia seed heads all set 

an image of the icy world of the poles of the earth. 

From here we travelled to the quivering heat of the tropical equatorial forests 

with vivid orange Gerbera, Bird of Paradise and opulent Orchids. 

And then a reminder of how the seas bind our world together. Manipulated 

Aspidistra leaves created the roll of the waves whilst blue Delphiniums and 

purple Liatris backed up by tones of Iris and Lisianthus added a depth of colour. 

But it was left to the pincushion Protea to give a hint of the texture and hue of 

the coral on the ocean floor. 
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An ingenious use of dried and gnarled foliage appeared next. Convoluted, 

leathery, Fatsia and Phormium leaves were used to bring out the aridity and the 

brutal heat of the hottest places on the planet i.e. the desert, whilst varying 

heights of the Leucadendron coupled with red Roses and Gerbera interpreted 

the intensity of the sun’s rays. 

And to finish the evening, a display of the Northern Lights: a bed of lime green 

Shamrock Chrysanthemums with blues and purples of Delphiniums and Liatris 

to give a zing of intense colour. The pièce de resistance brought a gasp from the 

members when digital imagery was used to provide a spectacular backdrop to 

the arrangement. 

A splendid evening!

'And Joseph named him Jesus.' (Matt. 1:25b, GNB) 

Names are very important. In many cases, the mention of a name brings to mind 

the face of an acquaintance from the past or present. 

For most British families, at the birth of a baby, there are usually 2 names already 

chosen; one to be used if it's a boy, and another if it's a girl. Very few people wait 

to see the baby before choosing a name. The names that are chosen usually have 
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very little significance in themselves outside the immediate family. Sometimes 

they are the names of people in the family, or a favourite star (film, pop, sports). 

However, there are traditions and cultures in the world where the name of a 

child has great significance, saying something either about the nature of his/her 

birth or the hopes and aspirations for the child's life. 

This is how it was at the time of the birth of Jesus. God's messenger told Joseph 

to name the baby ‘Jesus’ - ‘because he will save his people from their sins’. Many 

Christians throughout the centuries and today will testify to the truth of this 

statement. They speak and write of personal changes and liberation ‘since Jesus 

came into their lives’. They speak of their new-found ways of looking at and 

facing the present and the future ‘because of Jesus’. In short, they give 

testimonies of the difference that knowing Jesus (as opposed to ‘knowing about 

Jesus’) has made to their lives. 

And yet ‘Jesus' was only one of the many names given to the man whose birth 

we celebrate each Christmas. Two of the other names that will be on people's 

lips this Christmas are ‘Christ’ (Messiah; God's anointed) and ‘Emmanuel’ (God 

with us). As we look at our world, we are not short of situations - personally, 

nationally, internationally, institutionally - where we would like to see the full 

power of ‘Christ’ celebrated and the implications of ‘Emmanuel’ lived out. Many 

sins are being committed daily, sometimes in the very name of the One who 

came to save us from our sins. And with each Christmas comes the prayer for 

‘peace on earth and goodwill to all’. 

May this Christmas be one in which we see our prayers answered, and the 

freedom that Jesus brings be the reason for joy - especially in the lives of those 

who know the Name of Jesus, but not the power, the peace, and the joy that 

comes with knowing him.

Our October evening was a talk by forensic scientist and lecturer, Paul Newsham. 

His talk labelled “There’ll Never Be Another You” was on the biometrics used by 

Forensic Experts to identify criminals at the scene of a crime. Each one of us is 

unique. He started by choosing three members and we were asked to identify as 

many differences as we could. We managed well over 10. He pointed out that 

each of us had already left a lot of forensic clues just by sitting on the chair 

leaving deposits such as finger and palm prints and hair fibres from our clothes. 

Some burglars like to check up if the occupants are in, occupied watching TV or 

diverted in some other way so they press up to the window to hear what is going 

on. That will leave ear prints, fibres, handprints, footprints and possibly other 

clues. Ear prints? Yes, that is becoming an increasingly important part of personal 

identification. He likes the police to check neighbouring houses in case the 

burglar has left clues there too. 

Fingerprints have long been a proof of identification; DNA is almost unique but 

twins may have the same DNA. Increasingly they use identification by cameras, 

whether from street ones, shop and business ones or individual home security 

including doorbell cameras. Individuals may hide their faces but can be identified 

through clothing, method of entry, tools used to break in and their gait. 

This is only a part of Paul’s fascinating and entertaining talk about the complexity 

of Forensic Science.

As we say goodbye to 

the lovely autumn days with all that gorgeous colour, again I think it was a 

fabulous autumn this year; what do you think? Even so, some trees such as the 

oak are still quite green. 

Winter is now upon us, and we are greeted by some lovely gems in our gardens. 

It's great to know the amount of colour we can have in your garden through 

these months – you'll be surprised! and this is in many ways whether it’s flower, 

berry, leaf or in particular the lovely, coloured stems and bark of trees and 

shrubs. I have a winner of a shrub for this month's star plant which is just coming 

into its own. 

Jobs to be doing this month  
There are some jobs that you can do in your garden. Happy winter gardening 

everyone! 

¶ Avoid walking on your lawn when it is covered by heavy frost or snow, as this 

will damage the grass beneath 

¶ Lift the last of your leeks and parsnips before the soil becomes frozen 

¶ Leave the faded flower heads on your hydrangeas until the spring, as they 

will provide frost protection to the swelling buds further down the stems 

¶ Continue to plant up winter containers with hardy Cyclamen, Pansies, Ivy, 

Skimmia and evergreen grasses 

¶ Plant some shrubs for winter interest such as Sarcococca, Dogwoods, 

Mahonia, Hamamelis and Skimmia 
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¶ Insulate outdoor taps or turn them off at the mains, also pack away hoses 

that are not required 

¶ Remove yellowing leaves from winter Brassicas as they are of no use to the 

plant and may cause pests and disease problems 

¶ Lift and store dahlia tubers once their leaves are blackened by frost 

¶ Harvest holly with berries for making Christmas garlands and Christmas 

wreaths; stand the berried stems in a bucket of water until you're ready to 

use them 

¶ Cut down dead asparagus foliage and the top growth of Jerusalem artichokes 

Gardener Steve's Plant Of The Month  

Mahonia X Media ôCharityõ 

Mahonia is an evergreen shrub which is grown for its 

attractive dark green spine-toothed foliage and 

fragrant, showy winter flowers. They provide an 

invaluable source of pollen and nectar for winter 

colonies of bumblebees and other pollinators. They are 

relatively slow-growing. Once planted, they need no 

further care, apart from the occasional removal of dead 

wood. 

Mahonia x media 'Charity' has an upright habit with long leaves comprising up 

to 21 dark green leaflets. Stalks of bright yellow, fragrant flowers are produced 

at the ends of branches from late autumn to late winter. It is one of the most 

impressive winter-flowering shrubs making it a real feature in any garden in 

particular looks good at the back of the border. The flowers are often followed 

by small, plum-coloured fruits, which are loved by the birds. 

Flowering period Winter - Spring 

Position Sun or partial shade 

Height and Spread 3m x 3m (9ft x 9ft) 

Soil Fertile, Well drained 

Hardiness Hardy shrub 

Propagation By seed or semi-ripe cuttings 

Pruning April to May, or after flowering prune to improve shape 

and remove dead wood
